TECH Statement Of Faith

1 We believe that both the Old and New Testaments are verbally inspired by God and are completely without error in the original writings, and are of supreme and final authority on every subject with which they deal. (II Timothy 3:16; II Peter 1:21)

2 We believe in one God, eternally existing in three persons: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit; each of whom is equal in being, power, and glory. (Matthew 28:19; Hebrews 1:8; Acts 5:3-4)

3 We believe in the Lord Jesus Christ, God's only begotten Son, His virgin birth, sinless life, sacrificial atoning death for our sins, His bodily resurrection, and His personal, literal, imminent return. (John 1:1-3, 29; 3:16 ; Luke 24:36-43; John 14:1-3; Matthew 1:23; II Corinthians 5:21; I Peter 2:24)

4 We believe that God created the heavens and the earth, including all life, “each after its own kind“, by direct act and not by the process of evolution. (Genesis 1, 2; Colossians 1:16-17; John 1:3; Hebrews 11:3)

5 We believe that man was created in the image and likeness of God, but that in Adam's sin the human race fell, inherited a sin nature, and became alienated from God; and, that man is totally depraved, and himself completely unable to remedy his lost condition. (Genesis 1:26-27; Romans 3:22 -23; 5:10 -19; Ephesians 2:1-3, 12)

6 We believe in the distinct personality of Satan, that he is the “god of this age”, author of all the powers of darkness and sin, and is destined to the judgment of an eternal justice in the lake of fire. (Matthew 4:1-3; II Corinthians 4:4; Revelation 20:10)

7 We believe that man in his natural state can in no way save himself no matter how good his intentions. God, however, being a loving God, has provided a way for all men to be saved by grace through faith in His only begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ. When a man exercises his faith in the death and resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ he, at that moment, passes from death unto life. (Ephesians 2:8-9; Isaiah 64:6; John 3:16 ; 5:24 ; 6:47)

8 We believe in the eternal security of the believer. (John 10:28-29; Romans 8:35; Philippians 1:6; I Peter 1:5)

9 We believe in righteous living and good works, not as the means of salvation, but as its evidence and fruit. (Ephesians 2:8-10; Romans 12:1-2; Titus 3:8)

10 We believe in the Church which is the body and bride of Jesus Christ, whose purpose is to worship, pray, fellowship, teach, witness for Christ, and observe the ordinances of her Lord: believer's baptism and the Lord's Supper. (Ephesians 5:25-32; Matthew 28:20; I Corinthians 11:23-24; Acts 8:38)

11 We believe that the Holy Spirit seals, baptizes, indwells, and regenerates all believing sinners at the moment of conversion. We believe that He sovereignly gives to all believers spiritual gifts for service. (I Corinthians 12:13; I Peter 4:10; Ephesians 1:13; John 3:1-8; Titus 3:5; I Corinthians 14:22, Hebrews 2:3-4; Mark 16:17 -20)

We acknowledge that the above foundational doctrines in no way exhaust the content of our faith, which is the entire Word of God. We do believe that these articles are true representatives of the sound doctrine in the Scriptures.

TECH Code of Conduct

Please read this with your student.  If you do not agree with this please do not continue your registration.

I want to Honor the Lord Jesus Christ:

· By my ATTITUDE TOWARD MY TEACHERS.  “Obey your leaders, and submit to them:  for they keep watch over your souls, as those who will give an account.  Let them do this with joy and not with grief, for this would be unprofitable for you.”  Heb. 13:17
Therefore, I will strive to be a positive member of my class.  I should not carry on conversations, pass notes, or be disruptive when the teacher is conducting class.

· By my ATTITUDE TOWARD MY CLASSMATES.  Do nothing from selfishness or empty conceit, but with humility of mind let each of you regard one another as more important than himself.  Phil. 2:3
Therefore, I will consider each student as a member of our school family and do my best to develop a sense of brotherhood and sisterhood among my fellow students.  How good and pleasant it is when brothers dwell together in unity.

· By my ATTITUDE TOWARD THE FACILITY.  But let all things be done properly and in an orderly manner.  For God is not a God of confusion but of peace, as in all the churches of the saints.  I Cor. 14:40 and 33
Therefore, I will not misuse equipment, furnishings or any other part of the facility.  This property does not belong to us and we should maintain an excellent testimony with Reston Bible Church.

· With my  SPEECH.  Let no unwholesome word proceed from your mouth, but only such a word as is good for edification according to the need of the moment, that it may give grace to those who hear.  Eph. 4:29
Therefore, I will seek to encourage my classmates and refrain from trash talk, foul language, sexual speech, gossip, coarse joking or any language that would be offensive to the Lord.

· With my DEEDS.  Let us consider how to stimulate one another to love and good deeds.  Heb. 10:24
Therefore, I will take responsibility for my actions.  I want to hold others accountable for theirs and expect them to hold me accountable for mine knowing that “iron sharpens iron.”  I will do unto others, as I would have them do to me.  If I offend a classmate or a teacher, I will take the necessary steps to make the situation right again.  I will conduct myself honestly and will always try my best knowing that I should do everything as unto the Lord.

· With my BODY.  Do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and that you are not your own?  For you were bought with a price:  therefore glorify God in your body.  I Cor. 6:19,20
Therefore, I will dress in a modest and proper manner when attending classes.  Exercising self-control, I will not purposely harm myself or others nor will I abuse my body with alcohol, drugs or tobacco.  I will not use the class day as an opportunity to pursue members of the opposite sex.


Let this be our goal! None of us is perfect, but let us be committed to honoring Christ as individuals and as a group.  It is our desire to be a good testimony for Christianity and Homeschooling. 

TECH Dress Code

Since today’s fashions are often at odds with standards that honor our Lord, we ask our students to exercise good judgment when dressing for TECH activities.  A student's attitude and apparel should be modest and conservative.
  
Modest:  held back by a sense of what is fit and proper; not calling attention to one’s body; decent AND Conservative: restrained in style

Too tight, too short, too low…too bad! Don’t wear it!

Use the “Raise and Praise” phrase as a guideline.  You must be able to raise you hands to praise the Lord without having your belly or boxers exposed. 
 
Undergarments must be worn but not seen. (No spaghetti straps or halter-tops or sports bras, for example.)

For shorts, skirts, dresses, tunic/shirts over leggings the length should be no higher than 4 inches above the knee. Leggings are not pants; they are tights with a nickname. Wear something modest of the appropriate length to bring that outfit together. Yoga pants require the same covering as leggings.

It is not anticipated that these guidelines will present a hardship for students. This is not a policy that anyone looks forward to having to enforce, but sometimes the way a student dresses can be distracting or make others uncomfortable. This should be avoided. In the event that your interpretation of modesty conflicts with the Board's interpretation, the Board prevails.

Please note that an infraction will result in the student sitting with a board member until the parent is able to deliver appropriate clothing. This means they will miss class for that length of time. This will occur the first time an infraction occurs. Any further instances may result in a parent/board meeting. 

In addition, the mothers of girls will attend the portion of the Mandatory Meeting the night before classes start to go over these guidelines. We ask that you be on the same page, supportive, and aware of your student’s dress in relation to these guidelines.
